Singapore - Through the Eyes of Pham Luan

To celebrate 45 years of Singapore-Vietnam relations, artist Pham Luan
showcases his newest paintings of Singapore in a joint exhibition with
Singaporean artist Jeffrey Wandly. This exhibition is organised by the
Singapore Embassy in Hanoi.

Well-known landmarks of Singapore were recreated on Pham Luan’s canvases,
from the iconic structures of Marina Bay Sands to the famous Merlion, from
the lively Clarke Quay to soothing and peaceful Singapore Botanic Gardens.
Pham Luan has always been fascinated with capturing how light changed
a landscape through different times of the day. In Sunny Day, the towering
skyscrapers of the business district gleamed in the bright and clear sunshine.
At twilight the change of colours in the sky and the cloud formation created
a stunning background for the futuristic structures along Marina Bay. In the
evening the vibrant energy of Singapore came alive through the myriad of
night lights lit up the skyscrapers and bustling Clarke Quay. Luan’s success
in depicting the quality of light, both natural and artificial, casted an alluring
appeal to each of his artworks.

In contrast with the impressive skyscrapers paintings, Pham Luan’s portrayal
of Singapore’s Botanic Gardens offered viewers a tranquil place to soak in the
peacefulness that this green heart of Singapore brings. This UNESCO World
Heritage Site sparkled in the bright sunlight with different layers of leafy
plants and colourful tropical flowers. The abundance of flowers and greenery
in Singapore was featured prominently in Luan’s paintings, such as the lily
pond in Sunny Day or the bougainvillea in Boat Quay. His use of colours and his
bold composition offered a fresh and interesting look at nature in Singapore.

Pham Luan started his career with paintings of Ha Noi and since his first
exhibition in 1991 has exhibited in many local and international exhibitions.
His travels inspired him to paint landscapes overseas such as London, Paris,
Hong Kong, New York, Tokyo and Singapore. Wherever the locations, Luan
always has his unique way to capture the heart and soul of the place through
his portrayal of light and his use of colours.

With this new series of artworks, artist Pham Luan hopes to introduce to the
audience in Hanoi different facets of Singapore. He also hopes that this joint
exhibition with Singaporean artist Jeffrey Wandly will be a celebration of the
relations between their two countries.

Jeffrey Wandly’s Vietnam

MASTURAH SHA'ARI

Jeffrey Wandly’s relationship with Vietnam goes back more than 20 years. In
1994, whilst as a young architect in Singapore, he was part of the architectural
team designing for a hotel near Hanoi’s Old Quarter. Little did he know that
he would be back in the city in 2015. Now working concurrently in Hanoi
and Singapore, together with a keen interest in heritage, music and the arts,
Jeffrey would immerse in the culture of the places he visits. His connection
with a building and its surroundings is more than just reverance, but a vital,
irresistible one, as he says,“l love everything about a building, from conception
to construction, each nut and bolt; how every part is made, | have touched
every single piece of material and smelt the dirt at construction sites.”

When Jeffrey paints, he is one with the medium, building structure and canvas.
He does not merely recollect a past memory; he travels back and continues
the conversation with the building as if he was actually physically present
again. Fondly named Building Whisperer by his collectors, his works reflect
his sensitivities to the connections between people and their built
environment. Hang Ma Street, Hanoi, Hang Luoc Street | and Il, Hanoi (2018)
capture the traffic, buzz and colours of the historic district of Hoan Kiem during
the Vietnamese New Year or Tet festival. In a more introspective work, Streets
of Hoi An Il (2017) is the intimate experience of quiet walkways in Vietnam.

Jeffrey started painting seriously in 2008. He has had three solo shows, and
exhibited in Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, Hong Kong, Korea and Vietnam.
Developing his own distinctive style of intuitive and fluid strokes, he paints
on the floor, reflecting the feeling of rootedness of being one with the earth.
“When | work it's a spontaneity where | let gravity and a natural order flow,”
he explains, preferring the medium to take an organic, natural life of its own.

Capturing a visual diary of the past filled with intimate portraits of the energy
and vitality of the places we have inhabited, Jeffrey’s works invite you to look,
stop and reflect on your surroundings and philosophies of life because to
move ahead, one must know where one came from.

Showcasing his works on Vietnam alongside Vietnamese artist Pham Luan’s
paintings of Singapore, Jeffrey is honoured to be part of Singapore Embassy
of Hanoi’s 45th anniversary in celebrating friendship between both countries.

The first ever solo exhibition of Pham Luan was organised in Hanoi in 1991. After his second
successful one-man show in 1994, his works sparked the interest of Galerie La Vong in Hong Kong.
They invited him to have his first solo exhibition abroad at their gallery. Since then he has had 7 solo
exhibitions with Galerie La Vong with great success.

Not only successful in Hong Kong, Pham Luan also had solo exhibitions in New York in 2001, 2003,
2005, 2007, 2011 and 2014. His paintings were also exhibited in London in 2003 and 2011. In 2015,
Luan had a special exhibition of Singapore landscapes at the Fullerton Hotel Singapore on the
occasion of the country’s 50th Independence Anniversary.

In 2008, HRH The Duke of York visited Pham Luan’s studio in Hanoi and added 3 of Pham Luan’s
paintings to his private collection in Windsor. In 2014, Pham Luan was commissioned to paint
4 paintings for the art collection at the Vietnam National Assembly House. His paintings are also in
the collection of the National Fine Arts Museum of Vietnam and in private collections in the US, UK,
France, Germany, Netherlands, Sweden, Hong Kong and Singapore.
